This is the “What is The Blueprint?” Elevator Speech
The Blueprint for Educational ChangeTM is a first of its kind plan of action that addresses the regional education needs across the entire continuum, from pre-kindergarten through post-secondary and on to lifelong success. The Blueprint is the Central Texas community’s effort to build the most successful educational pipeline in the country and to ensure our competitiveness and quality of life as a region. 

We as a community must promise that all Central Texas children will start school ready to learn, have equal levels of academic potential and be fully prepared after high school graduation for college, career, and lifelong success.

"Texas ranks last in the percentage of adults who graduated from high school. With strong population growth, especially of minority populations, the challenge is even bigger. If more don't graduate, we could lose 85,000 jobs and $50 billion in our economy just in the next 20 years. With the lost earnings from dropouts in our region, we could buy five Long Centers! We can't wait for government to solve this - we have to. The Blueprint is a regional, data-focused effort to build the strongest education pipeline in the country."

Goal 1


I got involved with The Blueprint for Educational Change because the earliest years lay the foundation for success in education and life.  We have a lot of ground to cover, because 40% of incoming kindergarteners are 18 months behind.





Goal 2


I got involved with The Blueprint for Educational Change because we’re leaving too many of our students behind. The achievement gaps between different demographic groups can be as much as 40% points or more. All our students need to reach their highest potential, yet those who are struggling most today are by far the fasted growing student groups.





Goal 3


I got involved with The Blueprint for Educational Change because in order to have a world-class economy, we must have the best-prepared graduates. Right now, fewer than half of Central Texas students are considered “college ready” upon graduation. About half of our graduates attend a Texas college the year after graduation, but fewer than half of those graduate within six years. Too many students are ill prepared for work or life. 





Goal 4


I got involved The Blueprint for Educational Change because when we don’t work together to make education first, students lose.  Too often we get caught up in the blame game, where parents, schools and businesses point a finger at one another for not doing enough to help children. We must all be accountable for our students and our future.
